• intentionally produced (S is responsible)


• direct verbal translation (word or sentence)


• shared meaning


• but: culture-specific





typical circumstances


• S is unable to speak


	mute, eating, singing ...


• E is unable to hear


	deaf, walkman ...


• acoustic channel not suitable


	noise, vacuum, long distance ...


• sound production not allowed


	church services, library, hunting ...


• no shared language


	„speaking with hands and feet“
