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Installation 

COALA-2 is written in Tcl/Tk 8.0 which J.K. Ousterhout developed, and it was tested on the Linux- and Solaris-System.  You need Tcl/Tk 8.0 or higher in order to run COALA-2.  In the following, we describe first the installation of Tcl/Tk, then that of COALA-2.     

I. Installation of Tcl/Tk on Linux or Solaris system 

 (1) System requirements 

  * General:   At least 70 MB free Space on hard disk. 

  * For Linux:    Kernel Version 2.0 or higher.

  * For Solaris:    Solaris Version 2.6 or higher. 

 (2) Individual steps of installation  

     1. Visit the following web-site which is one of the free distributor of Tcl/Tk 

        (at March 2004)

         http://www.activestate.com/Products/ActiveTcl/  

     2. Press the button "Download".

     3. Then you can see the list of Tcl/TK-files with the latest version for

        various systems.

        Click the line "Linux" or "Solaris", if your System is "Linux" or "Solaris".

        Then the Tcl/Tk-file will be downloaded. 

        We suppose that the Tcl/Tk-file is saved under the directory 

        "/home/user1", and the name of the file is "TclTkpack.tar.gz".

     4. Decompress the file "TclTkpack.tar.gz" : 

        % gunzip -c TclTkpack.tar.gz | tar xvf - 

        This creates a new directory "TclTkpack" under "/home/user1".

     5. Call the install program.   

        % TclTkpack/install.sh   

     6. The Program asks at first in which directory Tcl/Tk should be installed.  

         Type the installdirectory as you want. Followings we suppose that the 

          installdirectory is "/home/user1/TclTk". 

     7. Then all files of Tcl/Tk will be copied in "/home/user1/TclTk". This may

         take about one minute.  

     8. If you see the word "Finish" on the screen, it means that the installation  is over.   

     After installation you can see the following directories under "/home/user1/TclTk".

   Binaries for Tcl/Tk 

     demos/    Various Sourcecodes for Demonstrations 

     include/  Header files of Tcl/Tk  

     lib/      Libraries of Tcl/Tk  

     man/      User's guide of Tcl/Tk

II. Installation of COALA-2 

 (1) System Requirements 

     At least 1 MB free Space on hard disk. 

 (2) Steps for Installation  

      In the following, suppose that

     * the directory for CD-ROM is located direct under root-directory and the 

        name of the directory is "cdrom", and  

     * the current directory of user is "/home/user1". 

     1. Put the CD into the CD-ROM-drive. 

         There are two directories "coala2" and "Diplomarbeit" on the CD. 

     2. Copy the file "coala2.zip" from the directory "coala2" on the CD:

        % cp /cdrom/coala2/coala2.zip . 

     3. Decompress the file "coala2.zip":

        % unzip coala2.zip   

     After decompressing you can find the following directories under "/home/user1".

     coala2                      The main directory with all source files of COALA-2 

     coala2/desc              Directory for saved simulations 

     coala2/help              Help files 

     coala2/log                Log files 

     coala2/ps                  Directory for in COALA-2 exported ps-Dateien 

     coala2/randomfiles  Directory for random number files  

     4. Change the current directory to "coala2" :

        % cd coala2 

     5. Open the file "coala2" with some editor like "vi" or "emacs". 

        You can see that the first line of the file looks like : 

 

#!/your\_wish\_directory/wish

        Modify the first line with the path for the Program "wish" which is a 

        component of Tcl/Tk. The path for "wish" is after the Installation of 

       Tcl/Tk  "/home/Benutzer1/TclTk/bin". So the first line should look like



#!/home/Benutzer1/TclTk/bin/wish 

        If you didn't install Tcl/Tk but use already installed Tcl/Tk, then you

        should search the path for "wish" with e.g. "locate wish", and then

        modify the first line of file "coala2" with the required path. 

     6. Save the file "coala2" and leave the editor. 

     Please, type "coala2", if you want to start the Program COALA-2. 

     If you can see the window for COALA-2 now, your installation has been successful!
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
